A wrong phone number and the absence of Mrs Hermann to Europe
partly explain my delay in communicating with you.

It becomes unevitable that we must rethink the timing and the
Structure for the Tour of Zorba the Gresk in N. America. As far ag

organize it and solicit sponsors and on the other hand, Octaber
November are definitely more interesting months for shows,

Regarding the structural and organizational formula of this
production, which aims at puting the show into longer term and
solid financial basis, I propose the following.

The formation of a North American Company with three partners,
yourself, mr Theodorakis and myself.

This company will undertake to bring Zorba the Gresk to North
Aaerica over the next S years in two phases.

Jhe first phase should take place during the months of October and
November 1994 with a forceful and high profile presentatiom with
the orchestra and chorus of ERT under. the direction of
Theadorakis and & ballet under your choreography and leadersnip.
I propose ten such performances, in larger theatres, in five major
north american cities.
