Transcriplion for one pianc dedicaled to
Daniala nova was finstly parformed by
the same in Soha 1982, The lille comes
from the notable excavalions in Verghina,
Greece, by the Greek archeologist Andro-
mikos which uncovered many new aspecis
of the Ancient Greak world.

Ernst Mahle was a student of composs-
tion under J. Nepomuk David in Gérma-
ny, H.J. Koellreutier in Brazil, and O,
Messiaen, W. Foriner and E. Krenok at
international vacalion courses, wherg
he also studied conducting under L. von
Matacic, R. Kubelik and Mueller-Kray.
Hiz has lived in Brazil since 1851, wheng
he established the Piracicaba School of
Music (1953), al wich he is now the
Artistic Direclor as well as professorand
conductor of the Youth Orchestra, the
Chamber Orchestra, the Symphony Or-
chestra and the Mixed Choir. A naturali-
zed Brazilian citizen, he was made an
honorary citizen of Piracicaba in 1965,
in recognition of his work for (he musi-
cal education of young people. He was
Chairman of the Jury of the Competi-
lions for Young Musicians al Piracicaba
in 1971, 1972 and 1975, and has been
Prolessor al many vacalion courses of
music. He is Vice-President of the Brazi-
lian Society for Contemporary Music
(19747 1978).
